SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM GUIDELINES
These scholarships are funded through donations from the Memphis Metro CCIM Chapter that are matched by the CCIM Foundation to create a $25,000 donation base for each scholarship that provides one $1,000 scholarship grant each year.  Each scholarship was created to support qualified commercial real estate professionals in their efforts to achieve the CCIM designation.  The recipient should exemplify the high caliber of professionals that comprises the CCIM Institute. 
[bookmark: _Hlk174453586]The Martin Edwards, Jr Named Education Scholarship and Past Presidents of Memphis Metro Chapter Named Education Scholarship award $1,000 to a recipient who completes a CCIM Core Course (101-104) or Core Concepts Review/Comprehensive Exam with a passing grade between January 1, 2026 and December 31, 2026.
The Cherie Ganesh, CCIM Named Education Scholarship awards $1000 to a recipient who completes a CCIM Core Course (101-104) Core Concepts Review/Comprehensive Exam or the Ward Center course “Introduction to Development Workshop”.
Note:  Each scholarship can now be used by a Memphis Metro CCIM Chapter Candidate to assist with the fees for the Comprehensive Exam and Core Concepts Review with receipts up to $1000 provided after completing both and getting pinned.
Scholarships will be awarded in accordance with the following requirements and limitations for applicant eligibility and selection criteria:
· Any students receiving scholarship grants must express the intent to pursue a career in real estate.
· Scholarships can be used towards the cost of tuition of courses provided by the CCIM Institute as listed in each scholarship offering.
· Scholarships, if awarded to students in higher education, shall only be made to those attending accredited colleges and universities.
· Selection criteria includes financial need, academic record, and other objective, racially non-discriminatory factors.  The race and employment status of applicants shall not be considered.
· Relatives of those on the scholarship selection committee are not eligible.
· Special consideration will be given to applicants who have not received a scholarship grant within the previous 24 months.
· Special consideration will be given to applicants who have a financial need & applicants who have not received a chapter scholarship within the previous 24 months.
· The Memphis Metro CCIM Chapter requires that the Applicant/Recipient MUST be an active member of the Memphis Metro CCIM Chapter at the time of the application with dues paid through December 31, 2025 at the time of application to qualify and shall maintain membership until the scholarship grant is paid to Recipient.
· The Memphis Metro CCIM Chapter requires that the Applicant/Recipient who has already taken CI 101 MUST also be a “Candidate Member” of the CCIM Institute with dues paid through December 31, 2025 at the time of application to qualify and shall maintain membership until the scholarship grant is paid to Recipient. (Students taking CI 101 are not required to be CCIM Institute Candidates.)

Background
The Martin Edwards, Jr Named Education Scholarship, which was created in 2005, honors a Memphis CCIM chapter founder who has a lifetime of achievements in commercial real estate and is a Past President of MAAR, Memphis Metro CCIM Chapter, CCIM Institute and NAR. In 2021, he received the first Legacy Award ever presented by Memphis Area Association of Realtors (MAAR) to recognize his lifelong contributions to real estate and community service.
The Past Presidents of Memphis Metro CCIM Chapter Named Education Scholarship honors all the Past Presidents of the Memphis Metro CCIM Chapter and was created in 2019 by the Chapter to honor all Memphis Metro CCIM Chapter Presidents. In 2004 she graduated from the second class of the JW Levine Leadership Development Academy.
